Explanatory note on the declaration on State aid
State aid rules
The state aid rules in the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (Articles 107 and 108 TFEU) impose restrictions on public authorities wishing to grant aid to businesses. This declaration is necessary so that the authorities can verify that the advantage obtained by your company through this Enabel aid complies with the conditions laid down in the European rules on state aid.
Up to a certain threshold, aid measures (such as grants) are considered not to affect trade between Member States and not to distort competition. This threshold has been set at €300,000. Aid that does not exceed the above thresholds is considered “de minimis aid”.
Enabel has decided to apply this threshold to all grants awarded to the private sector for profit-making purposes where profit maximisation is not the primary objective.
